Vet Science is a year-long agriculture class at Boyceville High School that provides students with an introduction to animal management, care, feeding, health, breeding, and judging.  Students will be engaged in their studies of animals both in and out of the classroom through the use of field trips, judging activities, the creation and use of models, classroom discussions, and building and presenting PowerPoint presentations.  
Classroom Materials:  The textbook for this course will be Modern Livestock & Poultry Production by James R. Gillespie. (7th Ed.)  Other resources, including handouts, will be provided by the instructor.

Objectives:  By the end of this course, the students should be able to:

· Discuss and have a working understanding of the livestock industry
· Describe the anatomy and physiology of numerous animal breeds and differentiate among different animals
· Discuss important considerations in animal feeding and nutrition

· Balance a ration

· Describe the importance and uses of genetics and animal breeding to animal science and assess their relative importance
· Discuss and understand important characteristics of the beef cattle industry

· Discuss and understand important characteristics of the swine industry

· Discuss and understand important characteristics of the sheep and goat industries

· Discuss and understand important characteristics of the horse industry

· Discuss and understand important characteristics of the poultry industry

· Discuss and understand important characteristics of the dairy cattle industry

· Discuss and understand important characteristics of the small animal industry

· Describe important characteristics of health and proper treatment and preventative care for various animals and be able to differentiate basic treatment options for various animals
